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OPTION #1 - Retain parks & remove right turn
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Heading west on Devon Street West, remove the right hand turn into Morley Street. wWe
can provide a painted median near the Cutfield intersection to support the right hand turn to St
Aubyn Street. This option will retain the 3 car parks outside the businesses on the coast side.

Heading west on Devon Street West, retain the right hand turn into Morley Street. This
option will support drivers who turn right, but will then require the removal of the car parks outside
the businesses on the coast side.
